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The plans were reviewed, the lumber
was on hand and the men were
excited to demonstrate their profi-
ciency! On March 9th and 10th,
teams of professional framers, many
of them Amish, framed 10 houses for
local Habitat affiliates, including the
first three units for our Cooper Plaza
Project. Our units were framed by

3 teams competing on Wednesday
morning. Within the teams, there was
almost no verbal communication,
only the sound of hammers and
pneumatic nail guns echoing in
Greater Philadelphia Expo Center.

In 1 hour 31 minutes the winning

team had framed and
braced all the interior and
exterior walls for both
floors of one house. The
walls for all three units
were then loaded onto
trailers till the foundations
are ready. Schedule permit-
ting, one of the teams from
Zook Builders intends to
erect the walls at our site.

A special thank you goes out to all
the builders who provided their time
and talents that day to give us a
head start on our new-construction
project. This was the fourth year

of the Builders Competition, which
was originally organized by
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Cooper Plaza Project Starting to
- Take Shape -

John McClintick of Devon Presbyterian
Church as a way to respond to the
housing needs in the wake of the
devastation wrought by Hurricane
Katrina. The generous spirit of the day
was captured in the remarks of one of
the framers, who said, “I work every
day. I'm just giving back one day.”

Haiti Reconstruction

Images of the devastating tragedy
that struck Haiti this winter are
burned into our consciences. The out-
pouring of aid for relief efforts was
immediate and overwhelming—from
telethons to special collections at
worship services. Members of the
Camden/Gloucester Jaycees teamed
up with the congregation of Bethany
Baptist Church and raised $4,959 to
aid those in need after the earthquake
in Haiti. These funds were designated
for rebuilding in Haiti, where Habitat
has been operating for over 26 years.
(The Habitat-Haiti office building was
destroyed in the earthquake.)

Unlike most relief efforts which are
short-term solutions to emergency
needs, Habitat for Humanity’s
disaster recovery programs focus
on long-term development. In Haiti,

Habitat announced a goal

to help 50,000 families. Habitat’s
threefold plan for Haiti began
with the distribution of 10,000
emergency shelter kits containing
tools and supplies to help families
make immediate house repairs
and construct temporary shelters
on their home sites.

In the second phase, Habitat for
Humanity will help families remove
debris, salvage materials that can be
recycled, repair homes that received
minimal damage and build transitional
shelters that meet basic needs. In the
third phase, Habitat will build earth-
quake-resistant houses. Depending on
design and the cost of materials in the
earthquake’s aftermath, these houses
will cost from $4000 to $6000 apiece.
“With more than 200,000 houses

severely damaged or destroyed and
1.2 million people homeless or dis-
placed, there is a critical need for
shelter in Haiti,” said Habitat for
Humanity CEO Jonathan Reckford.
“Based on our responses to the Asian
tsunami and hurricanes Katrina and
Rita in the U.S. Gulf Coast, we are
confident that we can empower
families to improve their housing
conditions by giving them the tools
and then working alongside them.”
